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Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust policy and guidelines on working 

with pharmaceutical companies
Introduction
This document aims to outline the circumstances under which Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust will and will not accept funding from the pharmaceutical industry. 

Accepting financial support from pharmaceutical companies
· Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust offers support, information and education programmes throughout the UK and commercial industry, including pharmaceutical, has never had, and will not be able to, have any influence over our programmes.
· Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust will only work with pharmaceutical companies where it serves the overall objectives and mission of the charity

· The charity is in receipt of financial support from pharmaceutical companies, but Jo’s does not operate any exclusivity with any single pharmaceutical to ensure it maintains its independence.
· Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust does not promote any single medicine or class of medicine, but promotes informed choice about medicines and other treatments. 
· All support made from pharmaceutical companies to Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust is declared in line with ABPI 2021 code.
· Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust will not enter into cause-related marketing activities with the pharmaceutical industry where the promotion of individual medicines may feature. 

· Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust will not accept funding from the pharmaceutical sector which may be deemed to risk damaging its reputation. All funding will be subject to our due diligence checklist
· Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust’s relationship with pharmaceutical industry is positive and transparent.  With pharmaceutical companies both parties will ensure compliance with the Association of British Pharmaceutical Industry (ABPI) Code of Conduct governing the relationship between patient groups and pharmaceutical companies. 

· Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust will adhere to The Fundraising Regulator’s codes relating to how charities should work with business.
· Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust will not accept any sponsorship from any pharmaceutical where acceptance affects its independent governance, editorial control, or independent decision-making. Where Jo’s does accept sponsorship, any potential conflict of interest, and the decision on accepting the sponsorship will be referred to the Board of Trustees.
· Sponsorship will only be accepted if it is in accordance with this policy and must not conflict with or hinder Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust’s strategic goals, programme plans and policies. 
· Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust will not accept sponsorship if those conditions are not met and will withdraw from any agreement if those conditions are not met by pharmaceutical companies at any stage of a partnership with them. All financial relationships will be required to meet a due diligence checklist before Jo’s can accept donations from pharmaceutical companies
Recognition of support
· Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust will acknowledge financial and gift-in kind support from pharmaceutical companies in our Annual Review. Each company name, their donation value and total percentage of income received by pharmaceuticals will be listed

· Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust agrees levels of recognition with individual companies, dependent on the event or initiative, and their level of support. This may include for instance, name recognition, branding on materials and/or at event venues, and inclusion in press releases focusing on the relevant event or initiative, in line with relevant codes e.g. ABPI.

· A contract must be agreed and signed by both Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust and the company providing sponsorship (in cash or in kind) before income is invoiced.

· All pharmaceutical companies supporting Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust agree and adhere to this policy.
Continued support

· The acceptance and continuation of any sponsorship by Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust from pharmaceutical and other companies is conditional upon Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust being satisfied that its name will not be used to promote the efficacy of a particular product, service or event and the pharmaceutical company continuing to meet our due diligence criteria
· Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust will continue to seek sponsorship from pharmaceutical companies subject to the conditions above. 
Support received by Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust from pharmaceutical companies 
· Jo’s Cervical Cancer Trust will ensure that the total income received by pharmaceutical companies will account for no more than 10% so that there can be no doubt inferred about its independence and impartiality. For the purpose of this statement companies that produce diagnostic equipment would not be part of this calculation.
· Any donations from pharmaceutical companies in excess of £25,000 in a single financial year will require sign off by the Chief Executive with amounts below this will be managed by Head of Fundraising.
